Dear Minister,

Further to information I have received from ACAT-Luxembourg, I wish to convey to you my deep concern regarding the situation of Ms Pu Wenqing (蒲文清), who has been held incommunicado since 7 December 2018.

On arrival at Beijing station on 7 December, Pu Wenqing, aged 85, was followed, stopped for questioning and treated violently by police officers, who pushed her to the ground. She was then taken to a police station, where she managed to make a brief call to alert her family. Since then, her relatives have had no further news of Wenqing or of her whereabouts.

Pu Wenqing had travelled to Beijing to draw attention to the state of health of her son, the journalist Huang Qi (黄琦), who has been detained without trial for more than two years at the prison in Mianyang, in Sichuan province. His health has been deteriorating at an alarming rate, particularly as a result of the ill-treatment to which he has been subjected during his detention. He also suffers from a chronic kidney condition, hydrocephalus and other heart and lung problems. 

Given the above, I urge you:

· to order the immediate and unconditional release of Pu Wenqing;

· to allow Huang Qi to have swift, regular and unrestricted access to medical care on request or as proves necessary;

· to order the immediate and unconditional release of Huang Qi and to drop all charges against him;

· to order an impartial investigation to be conducted without delay, including a medical checkup, into his allegations of torture and ill-treatment.
